INSTRUCTIONS FOR VALIDATION AND FINAL SUBMISSION OF PAPERS

Please read these instructions carefully and follow them exactly to minimize problems with production of the conference proceedings.

Deadline for final submission (completion of all steps below) using the BenCOS submission site:  April 23, 2007.  Papers that arrive after the deadline may not appear on the conference DVD-ROM or in the conference abstract book, and may not be placed in IEEE Xplore.

The copyright form must be sent directly to Patrick Flynn (details below), and must arrive by May 1st, 2007.

Note: Conference attendees will receive a conference DVD-ROM containing all conference and workshop papers and supplementary material, and a program book containing the abstracts for these papers.  Neither of these items is produced by IEEE, and neither will be available for purchase from IEEE after the meeting.  They are self-published exclusively for meeting attendees. All CVPR workshop papers that are submitted on time and are compliant with IEEE Xplore will be placed in IEEE Xplore shortly after the meeting.  Only those papers that are placed in IEEE Xplore can be considered archival.

WORKSHOP PAPER AUTHOR INSTRUCTIONS

1. Complete and sign the IEEE Copyright Form for your paper.

The completed and signed copyright form must be mailed to this address, to arrive no later than May 1, 2007.

IEEE has ruled that faxed copyright forms are not acceptable.

Papers without copyright forms will not appear on the conference proceedings disk and will not be enrolled in IEEE Xplore.

2. Use the IEEE PDF eXpress service to validate your paper for inclusion in IEEE Xplore

There is a strict size limit of 10 megabytes (10,485,760 bytes) for PDF files in the conference proceedings.  If your paper is larger than this, you are probably using very large images in your figures. As a rule, your images will look fine at 600 pixels per inch and you should downsample the images used in your figures accordingly. Smaller PDF files are also validated more quickly by PDF eXpress.

The page limit for all workshop proceedings is 8 pages.  Longer papers cannot be accepted. Additional charges for longer papers are not available. 

IEEE requires that all papers to be entered into the IEEE Xplore digital library meet the IEEE style guidelines.  LaTeX and MS-Word style files compatible with IEEE requirements are available at the submissions web site:  

http://cvpr.cv.ri.cmu.edu/submissions.htm
Papers that do not meet these guidelines will not be placed in Xplore. This is IEEE policy.

Note: PDF eXpress does not collect the papers. After validating your paper, you must still submit it to CMU for production, as described in Step 3.

There are two ways to use IEEE PDF express. If you generate your own PDF file, PDF eXpress can validate it. If you are using any of the following document formatting systems, PDF eXpress can generate an Xplore-compliant document from the source files: MS-Word, WordPerfect, RTF (rich text format), Freelance, LaTeX, PageMaker, FrameMaker, Word Pro, Quark. If you used LaTeX, PageMaker, or Quark to prepare your paper, there are a few extra steps required to supply the images to IEEE.

a. Login to PDF eXpress. The URL for PDF eXpress is http://216.228.1.34/PDFeXpress/log.asp and the conference ID is    cvpr07
b. If you have not used PDF eXpress before, you must create an account. Click the "New User" button and follow the instructions.If you have used PDF eXpress for a previous conference, you can log in using your old email address and password. Ignore the error message and click "continue". Verify your contact information and then click "submit". Once you have an account, you can login as often as you need to process all of your papers.

c. Create a new title for each CVPR 2007 workshop paper that you are submitting.

d. Submit the PDF file you wish to validate, or submit the source files you wish to convert. PDF eXpress will digest the file(s) submitted and send you email with the validation result, or the generated PDF, as appropriate.

e. Repeat step d until you are satisfied with the result.

f. Go to step c to process your other papers.

3. Final paper submission for production

Submit your paper by April 23, 2007.

Final reminder:  Papers will be placed in IEEE Xplore only if all of these conditions are met:

a. The IEEE Copyright form is completed, signed, and mailed to Patrick Flynn by May 1, 2007.

b. The final PDF submission is 10MB or less in size, 8 pages or less in length, has been validated by PDF express, and has been submitted by April 23, 2007.
